WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 9-505(a)(18) of the State Law, each county plan must 6 

include a recycling plan, and each plan must contain the items set forth in Section 9-1703 of the 7 

State Law; and  8

 WHEREAS, Howard County’s current Solid Waste Management Plan, 2003-2013, (the 10 

“Plan”) was adopted by passage of Council Resolution No. 136-2003; and 11

WHEREAS, Section 9-503(c) of the State Law provides that a county governing body 13 

shall adopt a revision or amendment to its county plan if the State’s Department of the 14 

Environment requires a revision or amendment; and 15 

 16 

WHEREAS, Section 9-1703 of the State Law was amended during the 2009 General 17 

Assembly Session by passage of House Bill 1290, which required that each county recycling 18 

plan address the strategy for the collection, processing, marketing, and disposition of recyclable 19 

materials from county public schools; and  20 

 21 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the State Law, the Department of Public Works has prepared 22 

the attached amendment to the Plan to address the new State Law requirements regarding 23 

recycling in public schools.  24

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the County Council of Howard County, 26 

Maryland, this             day of                              , 2010, that, pursuant to Sections 9-503 and 9-27 

1703 of the Environment Article of the Annotated Code of Maryland, it adopts the following 28

1.  On page i-2 of the Plan, insert a new paragraph at the end of the section titled 30 

“AMENDMENTS” to read as follows:  31

2010.  To date, Howard County Public Schools have a recycling plan for all 2 

schools and all schools are participating in the recycling program.”; and  3

insert all of the text included in Exhibit A attached to this Resolution.  6

amendment and to make any modifications necessary to the Table of Contents of the Plan or to 10 

correct obvious errors in section references and numbers, capitalization, spelling, grammar, 11 

headings, and other similar matters.
